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An empty cereal packet or card
Pencil

Scissors

Things to colour in with, like paints,
pencils, or felt tips.

Tape
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Open out the cereal packet, cut out an
oblong piece, about 12 cm x 8cm

Draw a tree on the oblong card and cut
out.

Place small trunk, into the slot of the big
tree trunk. Make sure it sticks out the
same on each side. The base makes a
cross shape, helping the tree to stand up.

Paint or colour in your tree, both sides.
Then cut a 3cm slit up the middle of the
trunk See shape in picture above.

Then draw and cut out 1small trunk.
This should be 6cm wide and 3cm tall.

You may wish to make the base of
the tree stronger, so it stands better.

Add more strength by taping the
card together, or adding more card.

You could add on real leaves, with
glue.

Why not make a few, and create a
forest. You could create a scene for
an animation, or use in play, or
simply decorate a table top.
