You need:

Scissors, glue, pencil and a ruler

2 pictures, the same size, A5 portrait| || |
Piece of paper, A4 landscape| |

Then fold each picture and paper into a
concertina, by following your drawn lines,
and open out slightly. Your paper one will
have more folds along. As its bigger.

Take your two pictures and cut along the
folded lines. Keep your strips in order.....!
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Have a look at the picture above, for a
guide. Once everything is stuck down, cut
off any spare.

Using the A4 paper concertina as a
background, take strip 1 from Picture 1,
and glue onto the 1st panel on the paper.
Then glue the 1st strip from Picture 2 etc.

Draw lines on the back
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Draw lines across the pictures and paper,
with the same gap between each line. Use
the width of a ruler. Place your picture
and paper the same way as the

Put the strips to one side, but make sure
you keep your pictures separate and the
strips in order.

Place your picture on the wall or floor. As
you walk around the room, you will see
your picture change from one to the other!
