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Go for a walk and find some smooth round pebbles and sticks. Wash and dry them. Think about what woodland animals or insects they could be turned into. Could they be a ladybird or a dragonfly? Here are some ideas.
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This lovely smooth stone has been painted into a ladybird.
Use acrylics or paint white as a base coat. Allow to totally dry first, then colour in using crayons or felt tips.
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This ‘pet pebble’ has wings made from an old cereal box and taped onto  the body. You could use a pine cone for its head. Tape it on or a grown up could glue it on, with strong glue. Once all dry, paint.
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This dragonfly has a stick for a body and a pine cone head!

Cut out wing shapes using thin cardboard or leaves and tape on.
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Have fun making a butterfly, you could paint the stick body and pine cone    head and tape on some bright coloured wings.
